SCOPE OF WORK (SOW) 
Appointments of a Town Planner as Project manager from the contractor’s site and to project manage their own subcontractors on the following services:

· Land Surveyor to produce a detailed survey and map of the area to be undertaken

· Geotechnical engineer: Investigate, identify and advise of any possible constraints ito foundations, excavations and provide mitigating measures to address constraints.

· Town Planner compiles the site layout plan based on the above.

· Civil Engineering bulk Services: Identify water demand, the method of both sewage and waste disposal and the obtain approvals from relevant local authority. Determine specifications in terms of roads and storm water etc. 

· Water management specialist to determine flood lines and do wetland delineation.

· Bulk electrical engineering to establish the electrical demand for the township and liaise with Eskom in terms of their capacity and requirements.

· Architect to provide architectural guidelines in line with site development plan and green building practices.

· Township Application to be prepared by Town Planner to lay down rezoning principles for Eskom’s requirements on the proposed site. Township application and rezoning to be undertaken by Town Planner.
